“The
student and resident
work together on a
weekly basis
through the semes-
ter.”

The students not
only try to help boys
improve their read-
ing skills, but also
hope to introduce
them to the pleas-
ure of reading for
leisure. MSU stu-
dent Janelle Maslin

worked this past se-
mester with DJ, a
resident of Good
Samaritan Boys
Ranch. “I saw ex-
treme growth in his
interest of reading,”
says Janelle. “DJ
was excited to tell
me about what he
was reading and
what book he will
read next.” And DJ
agrees with her as-
sessment. “| was
really not a reader
before,” he says.
